A. As the brightest and biggest thing in the night sky, the moon has inspired music, poe-
try and stories for centuries. Federico Garcia Lorca wrote a ballad about it. Debussy
composed a piece for piano. Frank Sinatra wanted someone to fly him there.

B. Many peoples and civilisations have made the moon part of their beliefs. In Hin-
duism, it contains soma, a drink that gives the gods immortality. When the Maoris look
at the moon, they see a woman holding a bucket who they call Rona. She controls the
tides and makes rain when she is angry by pouring the water out. The Inuit think the
moon chases his sister the sun across the sky. He becomes thin, like a crescent, be-
cause he forgets to eat while he is running. In parts of Europe, people believed a full
moon made people mad. The word lunacy comes from the name of the Roman God-
dess, Luna.
C. In the Muslim year, Ramadan begins when the new moon appears. Christians count
fourteen days after the first full moon of the Spring Equinox and celebrate Easter on the
next Sunday. The Chinese have a moon festival in autumn when people read and write
poetry and eat moon cakes- small and round with sweets inside. In Thailand, people
send boats down the river with candles in them under the full moon during Loy Kra-
thong.

D. People will tell you that crime rises and the number of suicides and traffic accidents
go up on nights when there is a full moon. No study has a found significant increase,
however. Some believe the lunar cycle and the human menstrual cycle are linked, and
that women are influenced by the phases of the moon. Pure coincidence. The lunar
cycle is regular — every 29.5 days — while women's are slightly shorter and start at dif-
ferent times.

E. Everyone knows that there is no air on the moon and very little gravity. But it is a hos-
tile environment to humans in other waysas well. Like a desert, it gets very hot during
the day (130°C) and very cold at night (minus 118°C), which is why you need a space
suit.

F. In July 1969, it took about seventy hours to get there by rocket. All the computing
power they used then now exists inside just one personal computer! A total of twelve
men have walked on the moon. Their footprints are still there because there's no wind
or water to obliterate them. One astronaut, Alan Sheppard, hit a golf ball that went 800
metres because of the lack of gravity. Presumably, it‘s still there too.

A new diplomatic spat has broken out between China and the USA over the USA's
treatment of China's technology giant Huawei.

| once saw a short film about a young man being shaved. He sat very close to the cam-
era and stared, he hardly blinked at all even though the person shaving his hair was a
little rough at times. | could just see an orange cloth around his neck and there was
smoke drifting up in front of him from an invisible source. The young man was obviously
going to become a monk and his head was being shaved in preparation. By the orange
robe | assumed he was a Buddhist rather than a Christian monk, and the smoke was
coming from incense sticks — | could almost smell them! His blank stare seemed to
suggest some holy trance or meditation. When he was completely shaved, the barber
brushed the fallen hair away and then removed the cloth — | was a little surprised be-
cause | thought the monk was wearing a robe rather than having a protective cloth
draped over his shoulders. The camera drew back and | was surprised even more. He
wore a tight, white t-shirt tucked into jeans that were held up by a pair of braces. He al-
so wore large, black boots. He wasn‘t a monk at all —he was a skinhead. He was still
staring as he leaned forward and picked up the smoking item — not incense sticks at all
but a cigarette. His non-stop staring became menacing. The shaven head no longer
meant a peaceful existence, but an aggressive one. The film cleverly showed the
strong, but opposing, symbolism associated with shaved heads. Why do both monks
and skinheads shave their heads when their attitude to life is so different? For monks a
shaved head is a sign of renunciation, giving up worldly things and putting aside vanity.
Early Christian monks had their heads shaved in order to make them appear less sex-
ual, so the act of shaving the head symbolizes chastity. But skinheads have a different
motive to monks. They recognize that a shaved head can send out a negative message.
Hair, and what you do with it, can make you more attractive so by removing it the skin-
head is saying: | don‘t care. It's a rejection of society and its traditional values rather
than the monk's rejection of vanity (skin heads do, after all, care what they look like).
So, the act of shaving the head symbolizes rebellion. It is linked to extreme right-wing



politics, male aggression and football hooliganism. There is a big difference though be-
tween choosing to have your head shaved, and having it done against your will. Shav-
ing all over the world is a sign of renunciation but enforced shaving can be shaming and
humiliating. Criminals are usually shaved in prison, and women who were thought to
have collaborated with the enemy during the Second World War in Europe were
marched shaven-headed through the streets. People who are controlled are shaved:
soldiers, not necessarily completely shaved, are made to have extremely short hair —
they are expected to take command sun questioningly. Long hair also has strong sym-
bolism. Ironically, in the West, hippies in the 1960sgrew their hair long as a rejection of
traditional values — especially contemporary views concerning war and the use of
atomic bombs, and sex. Hippies led an alternative lifestyle and their hair was grown
long to express new social, political and moral values- so the act of not cutting hair
symbolizes rebellion, too! In contrast to monks who shave their heads as a spiritual ges-
ture, Sikhs do not cut their hair for the same reason. In Sikhism, hair is considered sa-
cred and so removal from any part of the body is forbidden. Uncut hair is called Kesh
and is one of the five holy Ks. For Sikhs this signifies the acceptance of the natural form
given by God and they point out that the prophets from the past all had long hair. Espe-
cially for orthodox men who wear turbans, it is a way of marking them out from other
people. So what is it about hair that can make it so symbolic? Why does its length
represent our religious, political and cultural beliefs? Perhaps this is because hair has
some strange properties. Firstly, it's the only part of the body that does not register pain,
except at the roots —we can do all sorts of things to our hair and it doesn‘t feel any-
thing. Secondly, it outlives us — a locket of hair can be kept as a remembrance long af-
ter someone has died. Thirdly, it's not alive but, as it can remain in the same state for-
ever, it doesn‘t seem to be dead either —it's immortal. So the next time you go to the
hairdresser for a haircut consider the significance of what you are having done and what
your chosen hairstyle says about you!

A. The Royal Botanic Gardens, Kew, usually known as Kew Gardens, in Richmond
upon Thames is a major London tourist attraction and a UNESCO Word Heritage site. It
is located in south-west London and houses the largest and most diverse botanical and
mycological collections in the world.

B. Founded in 1759, Kew began as a royal garden attached to the Royal Kew Palace,
home to George Ill and his many children. The Palace is now open to visitors, but prob-
ably the buildings most visitors come to see are the incredible glasshouses. The Palm-
house is one of the largest surviving Victorian glasshouses in the world, with over
16,000 panes of glass. The Waterlily House, which contains some of the world's largest
(and smallest) waterlilies, is also not to be missed.

C. However, Kew is more than just a garden and green space in the heart of Britain's
capital city. The Royal Botanic Gardens, Kew covers approximately three hundred acres
of land, and attracts around a million visitors every year. Its collections and laboratories
illustrate the important part that plants play in our lives, and highlight the need to protect
and conserve them for the benefit of generations to come. Ensuring environment and
biodiversity protection is one of Kew's most important goals.

D. Kew is a vital research and scientific base, with multiple research projects and part-
nerships stretching across the globe. A world leader in plant science, Kew employs
around seven hundred people, and is home to about nineteen thousand species of liv-
ing plants. Its Millennium Seed Bank at Wakehurst Place, West Sussex holds seeds
from around ten percent of the world‘s plant species for the benefit of humankind, curat-
ing around two billion seeds from 28,000 species of plants sourced from approximately
130 countries.

E. Around eighty percent of our daily calorie intake comes from just twelve plant spe-
cies. Kew's Millennium Seed Bank's Adapting Agriculture to Climate Change project re-
cognises the need for greater genetic diversity in our crops and seeks to preserve food
security for future generations. The project collects seeds from the wild relatives of
some of our most important food crop plants whose genetic make-up can be used to
breed new and useful traits back into modern agricultural crops so that they can better
adapt to future climates and other threats, such as pests and diseases.

F. The gardens have their own police force, Kew Constabulary, which has been in op-
eration since 1847. Formerly known as the Royal Botanic Gardens Constabulary, it is a
small, specialised constabulary of two sergeants and 12 officers, who patrol the grounds
in a marked silver car. The Kew Constables are attested under section 3 of the Parks
Regulation Act 1872, which gives them the same powers as the Metropolitan Police
within the land belonging to the gardens.

G. If you have never been to Kew Gardens, you should know that there are several
ways of getting in. Kew Gardens' visitors usually find it difficult to understand where the
entrance is. Actually, Kew Gardens are accessible by a number of gates. Currently,
there are four gates that are open to the public: the Elizabeth Gate, which is situated at
the west end of Kew Green, and was originally called the Main Gate before being re-



named in 2012 to commemorate the Diamond Jubilee of Elizabeth II; the Brentford
Gate, which faces the River Thames; the Victoria Gate (named after Queen Victoria),
situated in Kew Road, which is also the location of the Visitors' Centre; and the Lion
Gate, also situated in Kew Road.

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Mobile Phones

When Scotsman Alexander Graham Bell invented the telephone in 1876, it was a
revolution in communication. For the first time, people could talk to each other over
great distances almost as clearly as if they were in the same room. Nowadays, though,
we increasingly use Bell‘'s invention for taking photographs, accessing the internet or
watching video clips rather than talking. Over the last two decades a new means of
spoken communication has emerged: the mobile phone. The modern mobile phone is a
more complex version of the two-way radio. Traditional two-way radio was a very limited
means of communication. As soon as the users moved out of range of each other's
broadcast area, the signal was lost. In the 1940s, researchers began experimenting with
the idea of using a number of radio masts located around the countryside to pick up
signals from two-way radios. A caller would always be within range of one of the masts;
when he moved too far away from one mast, the next mast would pick up the signal.
(Scientists referred to each mast's reception area as being a separate ‘cell’; this is why
in many countries mobile phones are called 'cell phones'). However, 1940s technology
was still quite primitive, and the ‘telephones’ were enormous boxes which had to be
transported by car. The first real mobile telephone call was made in 1973 by Dr Martin
Cooper, the scientist who invented the modern mobile handset. As soon as his inven-
tion was complete, he tested it by calling a rival scientist to announce his success. With-
in a decade, mobile phones became available to the public. The streets of modern cities



began to feature sharp-suited characters shouting into giant plastic bricks. In Britain the
mobile phone quickly became synonymous with the 'yuppie', the new breed of young
urban professionals who carried the expensive handsets as status symbols. Around this
time many of us swore that we would never, ever own a mobile phone. But in the mid-
90s, something happened. Cheaper handsets and cheaper calling rates meant that, al-
most overnight, it seemed that everyone had a mobile phone. And the giant plastic
bricks of the 80s had evolved into smooth little objects that fitted nicely into pockets and
bags. In every pub and restaurant you could hear the bleep and buzz of mobiles ringing
and registering messages, occasionally breaking out into primitive versions of the latest
pop songs. Cities suddenly had a new, postmodern birdsong. Moreover, people‘s time-
keeping changed. Younger readers will be amazed to know that, not long ago, people
made spoken arrangements to meet at a certain place at a certain time. Once a time
and place had been agreed, people met as agreed. Somewhere around the new millen-
nium, this practice started to die out. Meeting times became approximate, subject to
change at any moment under the new order of communication: the Short Message Ser-
vice (SMS) or text message. Going to be late? Send a text message! It takes much less
effort than arriving on time, and it's much less awkward than explaining your lateness
face-to-face. It's the perfect communication method for the busy modern lifestyle. Like
email before it, the text message has altered the way we write in English, bringing more
abbreviations and a laxer approach to language construction. The 160-character limit
on text messages has led to a new, abbreviated version of English for fast and instanta-
neous communication. Traditional rules of grammar and spelling are much less impor-
tant when you‘re sitting on the bus, hurriedly typing 'Will B 15min late — C U @ the bar.
Sorry! :-)'. Mobile phones, once the preserve of the high-powered businessperson and
the 'yuppie', are now a vital part of daily life for an enormous amount of people. From
schoolchildren to pensioners, every section of society has found that it's easier to stay
in touch when you‘ve got a mobile. Over the last few years mobiles have become more
and more advanced. Firstly, we saw the introduction of built-in cameras, global position-
ing devices and internet access. More recently we have witnessed the arrival of the
'third generation' of mobile phones: powerful micro-computers with broadband internet
access, which will allow us to watch TV, download internet files at high speed and send
instant video clips to friends. Alexander Graham Bell would be amazed if he could see
how far the science of telephony has progressed in less than 150 years. If he were
around today, he might say: 'That’s gr8!
