The System of Education in Great Britain

The system of education in any country is aimed at developing a personality for the
good of the individual and society as a whole.

Pre-school education in England begins at the age of 3 or 4. Around half of the
children at this age attend nursery schools or playgroups mostly organized by




parents. Children of this age need care as well as education. That's why kids play a
lot, learn to listen attentively and to behave. Compulsory primary education begins
at the age of five in England, Wales and Scotland and at four in Northern Ireland.
Children start their school career in an infant school. Lessons start at 9 a. m. and
are over at 4 p. m. They are taught «3 R's»: Reading, wRiting, aRithtmetic. Pupils
have a lot of fun at school, drawing, reading, dancing or singing. When they are 7
pupils move to a junior school, which lasts four years till they are 11. They study a
lot of subjects: English, Mathematics, Science, History, Geography along with
Technology, Music, Art and Physical education Most of children (over 90 per cent)
go to state schools where education is free. Only a small proportion of them

attend private (Public) or independent schools. Parents have to pay for the
education at these schools. The fees are high and only some families can afford it.
So such schools are for the representatives of the high class ofEngland. The most
notable Public schools are Eton, Harrow, Winchester, Rugby.

Secondary education begins at 1 1 . The majority of secondary schools are
Comprehensive schools where boys and girls study together. Besides, parents can
take their sons and daughters to Grammar schools or Secondary Modern schools.
Grammar schools provide an academic course from 11 to 18. They prepare pupils
for colleges and universities. Many children of working class families go to Modern
schools. They give a very limited education. Pupils get instruction in woodwork,
metalwork, sewing, shorthand, typing and cooking. After finishing such a school a
pupil becomes an unskilled worker. The Comprehensive Schools have their own
“Grammar school classes” and “Modern classes.” Every pupil has to choose a set of
subjects to learn. If he takes up Art he will study English Literature, Music,

Art, Drama and foreign languages. If he is good at exact and natural sciences, he
will learn Science: Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry, Biology, Geography,
Economics and Technical Drawing.

The British government encourages careers education in the country. That's why
secondary schools try to break down the barriers between education and business.
They set up close links with firms to allow their students to take part in business
activities.

At around 16 years old teenagers take some exams and coursework to get General
Certificate of Education. Those who choose to stay on at school usually study for
two further years to pass A level (Advanced level) exams. These exams will give
them a chance to enter the university.

Transport problems in London

To the transport planner, the problem posed by the private cars in city centres is
simple. There are too many cars being used by too few people too often. The
solution, however, is not so simple.

The problem faces every major city each day. Thus, in London, during the
morning rush hour, between 8 and 10 a.m., about 94000 cars -carrying
approximately 100000 people force their way into the 6 square miles named the
Central London Area — the very heart of the city.

A third of them drive straight through, seeking destinations on the other side of
London. Of the rest, half wheel their way into private car parks and the rest nose
around for the 32000 on-street and off-street public parking spaces.

Although the journey into the centre of London is much faster now than it was
15 years ago, it is unlikely to get any easier. For the question who comes first on the
city’s streets the private driver or the fare paying passenger — has become a major
political and planning issue.

People entering Central London by public transport outnumber motorists by 10
to one. During the peak morning period, 3200 buses, each disgorge an average of
46 passengers into Central London. Rail and Tube carry their share of the million or
so travellers. Over the next G or 7 years by a stiff combination of measures the
Council aims to reduce by a third the 94000 cars entering London. Proposals
include taking control of private parking and issuing licences (at a fee) for spaces,
removing almost half the existing parking meters, encouraging “park and ride”
travellers and most controversially, reintroducing a modified scheme of
supplementary licensing. Although this idea was abandoned two years ago as
impractical, transport planners are nevertheless drawing up proposals for what is
now described as an “area licensing scheme” which would allow only permit holders
into central areas. Senior transport planners believe that parking restrictions have
only a limited effect and that a supplementary licensing scheme is the last and only
option.

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Skye, a peculiar island in Scotland

Skye is located off Scotland’s northwest coast, some 184 km from Glasgow. The
island measures 77 km in length and 38 km at its widest. The largest island in
Scotland’s Inner Hebrides, Skye covers an area of 1,740 sqg. km, about half the size
of the state of Rhode Island in the USA. Skye’s landscape is dominated by the
spectacular Black Cuillin Hills, which an English journalist H. V. Morton (1892—
1979) described in his book In Search of Scotland. Imagine Wagner’s Ride of the
Valkyries frozen in stone and hung up like a colossal screen against the sky. It
seems as if Nature when she hurled the Cuillins up ... said: “I will make mountains
which shall be the essence of all that can be terrible in mountains.”

According to legend, the island, once flat, was inhabited by Cail- leach Bheur,
the goddess of winter. She had enslaved a beautiful girl, the sweetheart of spring,
who appealed to the sun for help. In response, the angry sun hurled his burning
spear at Cail-leachBheur as she rode across Skye. Bur he missed his mark and
destroyed the landscape which broke into a range of hills — the Cuillins. Skye’s
inhabitants often tell this tale to explain the curious fact that these hills are rarely




snow-covered, even in winter. When surrounding hills are covered with snow, the
Black Cuillins stand dark against the sky.

There are twenty peaks in the Black Cuillins, 15 of them more than 914 m in
height. The tallest, Sgur Alasdair, stands 1,009 m high. The peaks came into
existence some 50 million years ago. The Red Cuillin Hills, some 16 km to the east
are more rounded than the Black Cuillins. In the south of the island stands the
unusual rock known as the Old Man of Storr. Both these formations had their
beginnings 10,000 years ago.

Little of Skye’s landscape can support the barley, oats and other crops grown
elsewhere in Scotland. Areas of human settlement occur only rarely. Thousands of
seabirds nest on the island’s coast and shore. The puffin which nests on dangerous
rocks, can catch small fish in great numbers. It is not unusual for a puffin to return to
its nest with as many as 14 fish in its mouth. Yet Skye’s puffin population is far from
growing due largely to the attacks of lesser black-backed gulls which rob the puffins
of their catch before they can reach their nests to feed their young.

Food R & D are greatly important to provide the new products needed for
success: both must be closely linked in a market and technology linkage.

Three specific issues will heavily influence food manufacturers:

Food Safety. The food industry will have to increase efforts to assure the
safety of its products. This will mean greater effort devoted to food safety
assurance in product manufacturability, requiring a thorough knowledge of the
history and risks associated with all ingredients.

Health Benefits. Big opportunities for the future revolve around offering
foods with enhanced nutrient levels and foods containing physiologically
active components that deliver potential benefits in health maintenance and
disease prevention.

Interest in diet and health has resulted in a whole new industry in the 1990s
— functional foods. This is a broad category including nutraceuticals, designer
foods, medical foods, pharma foods, and phytochemicals. It would include
many foods currently marketed. Examples are cereal products high in
complex carbohydrates and fruit products containing phytochemicals, to
provide a particular health benefit.

Biotechnology. Since 1986, more than 25.000 transgenic crop trials have
been conducted. Whereas initial crops were designed to deal with important
disease or weed problems, the next developments will see compositional
changes with improved oils and proteins. Nearly all major crops will likely
have some transgenic products in the future and with increased interest in
functional foods many possibilities for nutrient or phytochemical modification
will occur.

Grain products

Grain products represent - the most economical foodstuffs. Although
they are chiefly starch, whole grains also contain proteins, fats, and
valuable minerals. Grain products are very important foods. Because of
their high starch content, the fuel value is high. Because of their
cheapness they are eaten freely; they provide proteins and minerals in
liberal amounts. The more commonly used cereals are wheat, corn, and
oats.

Composition of grains. Grains are seeds. There are four essential
components of all seeds: the bran or skin, the aleurone layer, the
endosperm, and the germ. The bran is chiefly cellulose, containing a high
percentage of the mineral content of grain. The aleurone layer represents
a thin section between the bran and the endosperm or kernel of the seed.
The aleurone layer is rich in protein and minerals. The endosperm contains
the rest of the protein in the form of meshwork in which the starch granules
are embedded.

The germ is the fat-containing protein of the grain. The composition of
a cereal, as purchased depends upon what parts of the whole grain have
been removed in the course of its manufacture. Because of the tendency
of the fat to become rancid, the germ is removed in the manufacture of
most cereals, although oatmeal and rolled oats form an exeption. Highly
refined flours are made chiefly from the endosperm, along with more or
less of the aleurone layer. Polished rice represents the unground
endosperm of the rice seed.

Wheat. Wheat products come on the market in the form of ' flours
and breakfast foods. Wheat flours represent the most important of the
wheat products.

The white flours on the market differ greatly in quality and use. There
are four principle classes of flour marketed: straight or patent bread flour,
family or all-purpose flour, pastry flour, and cake flour. These differ in
composition, price and use. At the same time, there are varying grades of
each kind. The variation in quality and use of flours is due to many factors,
of which the more important are the kind of wheat grown, the time of
planting and milling.

The so-called hard wheats are used for bread making flours, while
the soft wheats are ground for pastry and cake flours. Certain wheats,
such as the durum wheats, produce a flour best suited for the production of
macaroni or spaghetti.

Composition of flours. The composition of the different flours
varies. If we compare bread making flours — straight bread and all-




purpose flours — with the pastry and cake flours, we find that the bread
making flours have consistently less fat and minerals, a larger percentage
of the smaller starch granules, and give a dough containing a larger
percentage of high-quality gluten.

Quality

check points for raw materials; employee training, allergen controls, and

finished product analysis can reduce the risk of product recalls and ensure a

safe and consistent finished product.

Here are our top tips for bakery quality and safety:

1. Quality check points for incoming raw materials.

e Magnets at the flour silo to remove metal objects in flour,

e Flour Screens for flour going into the mixer to remove foreign (non-
metal) objects.

« Infestation or pest control checks on incoming bagged ingredients,

« X-ray sorting system for mixed seeds and grain blends

e Recording lot numbers of raw ingredients on every batch mixing sheet.

Training for employees on getting injured on the job.

Using brightly colored gloves for different departments or allergens.

Final metal detection after the packaging process.

. Trained QA personnel to watch for food safety issues.

Making it work

Regular training and updates for all staff will remind employees that safety

and quality are part of the job. Bakeries with quality controls can improve

product quality, drive business performance and supply chain efficiency and

compliance with legislative requirements.

Product specifications and standard operating procedures (SOPs) should be

implemented and understood by all employees. No matter the size of your

bakery it is never too soon to implement quality control points that reduce the

need for a recall.

Proper Nutrition

No matter how quiet a person may be, his body is constantly at work. Certain
processes and activities always go on as long as life continues. The blood
must circulate and the heart must beat. Breathing must take place and
elimination of body wastes must be carried on. All these require energy, which
must be supplied by the food taken into the body. Carbohydrates, fats and
proteins, when oxidized or burned in the body, give energy. However, protein
is not widely recommended or used as a chief dietary source of energy.
Foods classed as “protein-rich” should be the source of 10 to 15 per cent of
the total energy requirement. Fats should furnish 20 to 30 per cent of the total
energy. This amount is well utilized by the body and also provides the desired
guality to the diet. The remaining 55 to 70 per cent of the energy requirement
should be met by “carbohydrate-rich” foods, such as cereals, bread, potatoes,
other vegetables and fruits and sugar.

The energy of fuel value of a food is measured in terms of calories. A
calorie, indicated by cal., is the amount of heat required to raise the
temperature of one kilogram of water by one decree Centigrade. A gram of
carbohydrate has an energy or fuel value of four calories; a gram of fat nine
calories; a gram of protein four calories. The daily requirement of a woman
may range from 2,000 to 2,600 calories or more and the daily requirement of
a man, from 2,500 to 3,700 calories or more.

The energy need depends chiefly upon the activity, age and size, but
also upon climate and season. A tall person requires more calories than a
short one of the same weight, engaging in similar activity. A cold climate tends
to make the energy requirements higher than a warm one under similar
conditions.

An Alternating Current

When a cell or any other generator is connected so as to form a continuous path of
conductors the electrons begin to move through conductors and this is called an electric
current, an electric circuit. We know that current is the flow electricity through a circuit. If
broken anywhere, the electric circuit will stop carrying a current. There are two main types of
current: direct and alternating. When electrons flow in one direction only, the current is called
a direct current. When electrons flow first in one direction and then in another in a periodic
manner, the current is an alternating current.

An alternating current is a current that changes its direction of flow through a circuit in a
periodic manner. Alternating current flows in cycle. The number of cycles per second is
termed the frequency of current. In a 60 — cycle alternating current circuit, the current flows in
one direction 60 times per second and in the other direction 60 times per second. Two
frequencies are in use nowadays: the standard for Europe is 50 cycles per second, while the
standard for the USA 60 cycles per second. A standard frequency has a great advantage
since different electrical system can be interconnected.

Electric Circuits

Compare the schemes of two electric circuits ( a) and ( b). Circuit (a) is a series
circuit. It includes a voltage source and two resistors. The elements in circuit (a) are
connected in series. The value of current in one resistor equals the value of current in
the second resistor. The value of current is the same in all elements of any series circuit
while the value of voltage is different.

Circuit (b) is a parallel circuit. It includes a voltage source and two or three resistors.
The resistors are connected in parallel. The value of voltage in one resistor equals the
value of voltage in resistors two or three. The value of voltage is the same in all the elements
of a parallel circuit while the value of current is different. In any circuit the conductor offers
resistance to the flow of current.

The strength of current depends on both the voltage and on the resistance in a circuit. A
current of 50ma is dangerous for a man, it may result in an electric shock. One gets an
electric shock in case one touches live conductors when the power is on. And a current of
100ma and higher is lethal Thus, before working on a circuit, deenergize it and work on it with
the power off. The risk of an electric shock decreases with decreasing voltage. In wet and hot
atmosphere the risk of electric shock increases. Safe voltage for circuits used in dry
atmosphere is under 36V. When the power is on contacts with live conductors are dangerous
for life. When a live conductor is touched with both hands the resistance of the conductor |
from 10,000 to 50,0000hms. The higher is the body resistance, the smaller is the current that
flows through the body.
